In the years that we have known her,
she was always for the horses. It is sad
that we didn’t get to really know her
until her last days. And she met those
on her terms. She did not broadcast
her illness to a lot of people, but she
did share with my some of the things
she was going through. She met her
death with the practicality of a life long
horsewoman, and made choices based
on what she wanted. She took just
enough treatment so that she could
have one more ride on her favorite
trail horse.

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The 1960s: a period of time in which
Missouri Fox Trotters were using
horses, expected to work on the farm
during the day and perform at night in
local horse shows. In an age when
Fox Trotters were expected to be
versatile, Shoshone was a winner in
model, performance, cattle, and trail
classes; when stallions were ex-
pected to be mannerly, he was gentle
enough that anybody could ride him;
and when horses were expected to
be good looking, he was so outstand-
ingly handsome that he was one of
the most popular studs of his time.
Shoshone did it all.

Shoshone was out of Twilight F286
and by Diamond King F389, both
owned by the Russell Lathrop family
of Ava, Missouri. Lathrop had bred
his mare, Princess Rose F1281, to
his stallion Ranger F102, to produce
Twilight, which he gave to Rose Zel-
la, the elder of his two daughters.
The younger daughter, Wanda Lath-
rop, had been promised the next foal
to be born. To put the "hurry-up" on
this process, Wanda put the three-
year-old Twilight in with Diamond
King: the result was Shoshone, born
in 1962.

Shoshone won his first model clas-
ses as a colt, when he won the 1962
World Champion Colt class. At the
same show, he and Twilight won the
World Championship in the Mare and
Colt class, and Rose Zella rode Twi-
light to win the Three-Year-Old Mare
class. Two years later, Shoshone
took home World Championships in
the Two-Year-Old Studs and Geld-
ings class and the Two-Year-Old
Model class.

"My mother, my sister Wanda, and |
had the horse bug the worst," said
Rose Zella Lathrop Wade of Ava,
Missouri. "We all showed Shoshone.
He was extremely gentle and versa-
tile. We even showed him in the side-
saddle classes. We also got the cat-
tle up on him at home. Back then we
used our horses."

After a career as a model and perfor-
mance horse, "Shoney" was entered

in cattle and trail classes then being
held at the Mid-America Show in
Springfield, Missouri. "Clell Osborn
trained Shoshone to cut cattle," said
fellow competitor, Duane Scott of
Rogersville, Missouri. "Shoshone got
real proficient at it. He was one of the
better colts in the Fox Trotter breed
at working cattle and was able to
compete against other breeds."
Shoshone was also a winner in trail
competitions. He was so successful
at the Mid-America shows that, at
one point, a judge asked the crowd if
they would like to see the compact
chestnut/sorrel stud compete bridle-
less. The crowd did, and Shoney
gave an outstanding performance.
"Shoshone was known for producing
pretty horses. His colts were basical-
ly well gaited saddle horses. Proba-

bly the best known is Shoshone's Bar-
on," said Scott. "Shoshone was strong-
gaited and medium-strided. Shoshone
crossed well with looser-strided horses
than he was. Everybody thought he
was a nice horse. | never saw an ugly
colt out of him."

Rose Zella Wade remembers Shoney
as "dead gentle. Everybody rode him,"
she said. "His build was phenomenal.
He was muscle-bound. Now people
feed their horses to get them to look
that way, but he was just born that
way. He was kind of ahead of his time.
"Shoshone could do anything. He had
that conformation which he passed to
his offspring, he could do model, he
could do performance in the front ring,
he could work cattle. He was great
because he could do everything," said
Rose Zella.

Gentle Horsemanship

In the last article we discussed some things we
need to keep in mind about our relationship with
our horses. In this article we are going to discuss
the very basic secret to teaching our horse to give
us control of his mind and his feet.

Don't quit wiggling the rope too soon or the horse
will just learn to raise his head.

That secret is the use of pressure and release to
allow the horse to find the answers to our requests.
Pressure and release is the exact method that
horses use to teach each other.

Horses seek to avoid pressure. The use of pres-
sure to allow the horse to find the correct answer is
pretty straightforward and relatively easy to use.
There are actually two types of pressure: direct
pressure and indirect pressure. Direct pressure is
when we touch the horse with our body or some
aid, such as a flag, rope, spurs, our leg, the rein, or
anything else we use in direct contact with our

horse. Indirect pressure is when we apply pressure
using our energy or the above aids without touch-
ing the horse.

Release is what we give the horse when he tries to
find the correct answer. Release is what the horse
looks for in his daily life. Release is what we want
the horse to seek when he is with us. We want the
horse to work in the release. This is sometimes
hard at first to comprehend, but it will get real obvi-
ous as we work with our horse.

To understand the use of pressure and release,
let's work through a simple exercise using the
method. Let's start by asking our horse to back up.
We will use both direct and indirect pressure in this
session. We will need a rope halter to affect the
best results. The rope halter should come with a
yacht braid lead rope approximately twelve feet
long and without a metal fastener to the halter. The
best are made by Double Diamond Halter Compa-
ny or Silvertip Halter Company; you can find them
on the web.

Getting Started

Stand in front of your horse with the end of the lead
rope in your right hand, with the back of the hand
up and the rope from the halter coming out be-
tween your thumb and forefinger. Stand far enough
away so that the belly of the lead rope touches the
ground between you and the horse. The next few

steps up to the "release" need to be done in quick
succession. Do not leave more than three seconds
between your different levels of pressure.

Lean slightly forward toward the horse thinking,
"Step back." This is the indirect pressure of your
energy being projected to the horse. Now pick the
belly of the rope off the ground, again with the back
of the hand up and your index finger pointed toward
the horse. Wiggle the finger back and forth without
moving the rope. Again, this is indirect pressure.

Next start to gently wiggle the rope side to side while
your finger remains pointed toward the horse. Raise
the energy of the rope wiggle progressively until you
see your horse shift his weight backwards. The rope
wiggles may have to progress to serious shaking to
get the weight shift. The horse doesn't have to step
back, just shift his weight slightly. As soon as you
see the horse shift his weight back, drop the belly of
the rope to the ground as fast as possible to stop the
wiggle. This is the release. You then repeat the
same steps and continue to watch for the shift of
weight. This will lead to the horse shifting his weight
earlier and earlier in your pressure progression. The
release will teach the horse that his weight shift is
the correct answer to your question, "Will you step
back, please?"

As your horse continues to respond to less pressure,
you will require more than a weight shift before
awarding the release.

How Much Pressure To Use

The least amount of pressure possible to get a
correct response is the right amount. Use only
what it takes to get the slightest try, but use the
necessary amount to get that try. In this instance,
the initial weight shift response might require you
to whip that lead rope back and forth with signifi-
cant energy. What makes this pressure and re-
lease effective is that you use increasing pressure
until you see the slightest try from the horse. That
way, when you get to the amount of pressure
needed to get a correct response, you can immedi-
ately reward with a release of the pressure. This
allows you to work with less pressure as the horse
works out the way to the release.

When To Release

The most important thing to remember about pres-
sure and release is to release after a good try. For

instance, if you are shaking the rope and it does not
seem to be working, you must continue to shake with
increasing vigor until the horse shifts his weight
back. Do not stop and start over. If you stop, that is a
release on the wrong thing, which is a refusal to shift
his weight. So, if you quit shaking the rope, you have
just taught him to do whatever he was doing just
prior to stopping the rope wiggle. Most of the time,
this results in teaching your horse to put his head up
in the air.

A basic tenet to Gentle Horsemanship is "The horse
remembers what happened before what happened
happened." Thinking about that in relation to pres-
sure and release explains that statement. The horse
remembers that your indirect pressure of leaning in
and wiggling your finger came right before the rope
wiggle that caused him to shift his weight and even-
tually step back. The actual sequence is that the
release of the hard wiggle on the rope came right as
the horse shifted his weight back. As he seeks the
release in subsequent progressive rope wiggles, he
will realize he gets the release by shifting his weight

on softer and softer rope wiggles and, finally, on
the wiggle of your finger and forward projection of
your energy.

In the last article, | mentioned Ray Hunt's admon-
ition to "Make the right thing easy and the wrong
thing difficult." This pressure and release method
is exactly what he is talking about. When we
apply pressure to the horse that is making the
wrong thing (standing still) difficult, the release
makes the right thing (moving back) easy.

The use of pressure and release to teach your
horse the correct response to your questions is
the most effective, quickest, and least stressful
means you can use. This method will allow you
to continue to progress in your journey to a true
partnership with your horse, far past the point
that pain or intimidation methods can reach
